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Article I – Officers





The officers of this corporation shall consist of the following:


President


President Elect/Vice-President


Treasurer


Secretary


Those elected officers, the Immediate Past President, the Past President and (3) at-large directors shall constitute the Board of Directors of this corporation and shall have responsibility for management of the affairs of the corporation.





Article II – Board of Directors





The duties and responsibilities of the officers shall be as follows:


President


The President shall preside at all meetings of the general membership of the Bayou Chapter Medical Managers and meetings of the Board of Directors.  She or he shall have responsibility for planning the monthly meetings of the Chapter.  She or he shall serve as the Chapter’s representative to LMGMA’s annual meeting and/or the national meeting of MGMA.





President Elect/Vice President


The President Elect/Vice President shall, in the absence of the President, or in the event of her/his inability to serve, perform the duties of the President.  She or he shall assist the President in any way possible in the execution of any of her/his duties.  





Treasurer


The Treasurer shall have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds and securities of the Bayou Chapter Medical Managers , receive and give receipts for all monies due and payable to the Bayou Chapter Medical Managers from any 




















source whatsoever, and deposit and or invest all such monies in the name of the Bayou Chapter Medical Managers at such banks or financial institutions as may be selected by the Bayou Chapter Medical Managers’ Board of Directors and in general perform all of the duties incidental to the office.  She or he shall also prepare and present a report of annual financial activity at the annual September meeting of the Bayou Chapter Medical Managers.  In addition, the Treasurer shall conform with any financial reporting procedures as approved by the Board of Directors.





Secretary


The secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings of both the Bayou Chapter Medical Manager’s membership meetings and the Board of Director’s meetings.  Copies of these minutes shall be distributed to all officers as soon as possible after any meeting is held.  The Secretary shall perform all duties incidental to the office.





Immediate Past-President


The Immediate Past-President shall serve as advisor to the Board of Directors and shall assist the President in the discharge of her/his duties as may be deemed appropriate by both parties.





Past President


The Past President shall serve as advisor to the Board of Directors and shall assist the President in the discharge of her/his duties as may be deemed appropriate by both parties.





At-Large Board Members


The At-Large Board Members shall serve as advisors to the Board of Directors and shall 





assist the President in the discharge of her/his


duties as may be deemed appropriate by all parties.  Specifically, these members will consist of the following positions:





Membership Chairperson – This individual will be responsible for encouraging membership retention and promoting membership recruitment.  She/he shall maintain an accurate membership list and distribute such when necessary.  


Program Chairperson – This individual will plan, select and schedule educational programs/speakers for chapter meetings and other special events as requested.


Historian – This individual shall photograph, document, and send promotional information to all appropriate media covering chapter achievements as well as chapter activities. 





Vacancies


In the event of a vacancy in the membership of the Board of Directors, the remaining members of the Board shall appoint a replacement from the general membership who will serve until the next meeting of the general membership.





Nominations and Elections


In September of every other year, a Nominating Committee composed of the Immediate Past President (serving as chairperson), the Past President, and the current President shall nominate a slate of officers (to include at-large Board members, Secretary, Treasurer, President Elect/Vice President, and President).  Any member in the active membership category who has attended at least 9 of the previous regular meetings is eligible to nominate or to be nominated.  Election of all officers from those individuals nominated as described above will be held during the November membership business meeting.  No other nominations will be accepted at this time.  Those active category members attending will be eligible to cast votes.





Article III – Meeting of the Board of Directors and Membership:





The Board of Directors meetings will be held monthly on the first Wednesday of the month.  The Membership meetings will be held monthly on the second Wednesday of the month.





Article IV – Membership and dues





Membership classifications shall be as follows:





Active Member – A resident of Assumption, Lafourche, Terrebonne, St. James, or St. Mary parishes primarily employed in physician office practices, dental office practices, medical group practices, physician hospital organizations, management service organizations or other similar arrangements.  Active members can vote, hold office and serve on committees.





Affiliate Member – An individual involved in medical practice administration either as a consultant, banker, attorney, CPA, vendor, sponsor, position with another health care trade organization or other arrangement acceptable to the Board of Directors.  Affiliate members do not vote or hold office but may serve on committees.  Affiliate members may reside within or outside the five parish area.





Dues – The amount of dues applicable to each membership category shall be recommended by the Board of Directors for membership vote during the November business meeting.  Dues are assessed on a calendar year basis; failure to pay renewal of dues by January 15th of each year for that year will result in forfeiture of membership.





Article V – Committees





The Board of Directors shall appoint such committees as it deems advisable from time to time to carry on the work of the Association.  The duties and powers of such committees shall be defined by the Board.





Article VI –Fiscal Year





The fiscal year for the Association shall be January 1 – December 31.  Financial statements presented to the Association shall be based on the above defined period.





Article VII – Amendments to By-Laws





Amendments to the By-Laws of the corporation shall be submitted to the President Elect/Vice President in writing at least sixty (60) days prior to a monthly meeting of the Chapter.  The President Elect/Vice President shall send a copy of the proposed amendment(s) to the membership at least thirty (30) days prior to the regular meeting.  A majority vote of members attending and voting during that monthly business meeting will be required for adoption of amendments to the by-laws. 
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
